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Working with your Campus

If your Two Dollar Challenge is going to be a success you need support from your Campus.  Here are some tips we’ve gathered over the years.  Though this list is certainly not exhaustive it should get you started.
First of all, work with the office which helps clubs.  It is amazing the resources they have there, from free banners and markers to workshops on how to advertise!  While we’ve included a sample flyer you should check to make sure it has everything required by your University.

You can use this office to advertise directly too, if your University sends out weekly e-mails or has some other system in place to get information out to students.  

If you are going to sit outside of a busy area to hand out brochures you may need permission from this office.

If you are able to get a meeting with someone higher in the administration, they can make a huge difference!  By getting their support, whether it’s a Dean or the President, you can become a lead story for the Campus.


Contact the person in charge of your University’s newspaper!  Also, send a press release to your university relations department, and anyone else who will listen.  The more people you contact the more people will learn about your organization.  

If you are going to build shelters you may face additional obstacles.  

Contact the office which helps clubs to reserve an area central to campus for your shelters.  It will make it easier if you supply them with certain information, such as what will be there (the materials you’ll be using) and what safety precautions will be taken.  We recommend there be at least one cell phone.

Public Safety should be aware of what is happening, so keep them in the loop.

You can contact the international community in your university to bring a new perspective to this experience.  

You can also contact professors in related fields, such as economics, sociology, political science, and psychology to see if they will talk about the upcoming Two Dollar Challenge with their students.
